GRANT AWARDED: US$ 430,800

AIM OF PROGRAM: 

Using the religious community to:

a ) Prevent further transmission of HIV through the promotion of positive changes in behaviour and practices

b ) Reduce the impact of HIV/AIDS through a provision of psycho-social, economic and spiritual support

c ) Set-up or strengthen the grass-roots structures that ascertain sustainability of the interventions

d ) Mobilize church membership for counselling, home-based care, material assistance and establish support groups for those affected

OBJECTIVE: 

a ) Develop counselling model utilising church structures  

b ) Support groups have been initiated in all centers and there is a degree of friendship, sharing and mutual support  among people living with AIDS

c ) The community outreach components are resulting in a noticeable increase in client intake and counsellor client contact

d ) Counselling impact is evident as more families invite counsellors to participate with them in caring for their patients. Families are more willing to receive the service and, therefore, it is an opportunity to destigmatize AIDS at the family level

TIME LINE:  3 Years

OUTCOMES:

· BOCAIP excelled in technical training in the area of HIV/AIDS. 

· This carved a niche for the organisation and a competitive advantage as a lead institution in preventive and mitigating strategies in the county. 

· The increasing demands for training were an indication of recognition by the communities of the important role and gap filled by BOCAIP.

· It was also an indication of the rapid expanding scope caused by the nature of the decease. 

· The rising demands of HIV/AIDS created pressure for the organisation to respond to increased organisational growth and the need for more resources.
