AIM OF PROGRAM: 

The project will develop and pilot minimum standards for HBC in Namibia by training  trainers. The curriculum includes advanced training in home-care, counselling and orphan advocacy and support

OBJECTIVE: 
· Provide ongoing oversight, supervision and support for volunteer – groups in the community who provide HBC

· Identify trends in the supervision of HBC that require additional interventions, training and/or advocacy and to follow up accordingly.

TIME LINE: 3 years

OUTCOMES:
· During the first quarter of 2002 Catholic Aids Action provided tangible and emotional benefits to more than 2500 clients and 6200 orphans and vulnerable children. 

· The organisation has trained over 1100 volunteers and 60 peer educators.

· An estimated 33 000 people have been contacted through CAA’s outreach work. 

· 50 school uniform vouchers have been handed out to orphans

·  The Volunteer group HBC has started a soup kitchen.  The numbers of people currently benefiting are 290.  The kitchen is catering for orphans, vulnerable children, HIV positive people and old people.
