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AIM OF STUDY: 

The study aims to increase and maintain a high compliance rate among contacts (partners) of patients diagnosed with treatable sexually transmitted disease at 9 public health facilities in the Eastern Transvaal district in Mpumalanga province over a 24 month period.

OBJECTIVE:

(a) Obtain an estimate of the proportion of partners who are notified and effectively treated within 2 weeks of notification

(b) Identify key socio-cultural and other factors that facilitate or hinder compliance among partners of STD clients

(c) Design and implement a package of measures or a strategy to improve partner compliance to treatment 

(d) Establish an effective STD management programme with a high proportion of partners of STD patients complying with standard treatment 

TIME LINE: 12 months

START DATE: 01 March 2000

SUMMARY:

A set of measures packaged into a strategy will be designed for implementation.
