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AIM OF STUDY: To assess the acceptability of district health service interventions designed to reduce mother to child transmission of HIV in women attending the antenatal clinic in Khayelitsha.

OBJECTIVE: 

(a) To ascertain women’s knowledge, perceptions, attitudes and behaviour towards HIV counselling and testing, AZT and infant feeding.

(b) To ascertain women’s knowledge of HIV and vertical transmissions;

(c) To determine which factors affect acceptability of HIV testing and programme acceptance.

TIME LINE: 12 months 

START DATE: 30 Nov ‘00

PROTOCOL: 

The project aims to asses the acceptability of district health service interventions designed to reduce mother-to-child transmission programme; Based on 30:70 outcome ratio for HIV testing the target is 157 women.
