(a) To determine the prevalence and concentration of cell associated virus (as determined by RNA-PCR and DNA-PCR) in breastmilk of HIV-seropositive women.

(b) To determine whether cell-associated virus (as determined by DNA-PCR and RNA-PCR) correlates with risk of transmission of the virus.

(c) To determine the relationship between cell-associated virus and cell-free virus in breastmilk of HIV-seropositive women 

(d) To determine the prevalence of pre-integration DNA in the cellular compartment of breastmilk and to determine whether these DNA states are important for transmission

OBJECTIVE:

To evaluate cell-associated virus in the breastmilk of HIV-seropositive women
