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AIM OF STUDY: 

To expand and assist in the implementation of the Baylor Nursing Curriculum.

OBJECTIVE: 

Expansion and implementation of the collaborative HIV nursing curriculum, developed for use in southern Africa. This implementation plan will ensure that the curriculum is used by nurses to build capacity of health care infrastructure in all 14 Southern African Development Community (SADC) nations.
