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AIM OF STUDY: To compare the efficacy of AZT and Nevirapine at delivery in reducing the transmission of HIV from positive, untreated mothers to their infants 

OBJECTIVES: (Primary) 

(a) Compare the efficacy of Nevirapine versus Zidovudine in reducing mother to child transmission of HIV-1 when administered postnatally to the infant.  

OBJECTIVES: (Secondary) 

(a) Assess the efficacy of postpartum Nevirapine versus Zidovusine administered to premature infants born to HIV-infected women.

(b) To assess the efficacy of postpartum Nevirapine versus Zidovudine administered to full-term infants born to HIV-infected women

(c) To assess the efficacy of post-exposure prophylaxis in infants who are breastfed. 

TIME LINE: 6 months
PROTOCOL: Extension of original trail to include additional site
