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AIMS OF STUDY: 

a ) To reach and understanding of the nature and extent of the issues affecting AIDS orphans and their carers.

b ) To determine the nature of the link between the circumstances of AIDS orphans and poverty

c ) To quantify the nature and extent of assistance needed, as identified by AIDS orphans, their carers and communities

d ) To provide quantitative information for policy makers so that decisions can be made to avoid increases of poverty in the future.

e ) To examine the significance of these issues for future levels of poverty and economic development in Botswana

OBJECTIVES:

a ) To establish a basic socio-economic profile of children unaffected by AIDS for comparative purposes
b ) To identify the link between orphan and caregiver
c ) To investigate the coping and adaptive strategies employed by communities
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
