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AIM OF STUDY: 

To evaluate the role of intrapartum prophylactic antibiotics in reducing postpartum sepsis in women with HIV infection delivered vaginally or by emergency caesarean section

OBJECTIVE: (Primary)

To reduce the incidence of post –delivery infections by use of two regimens of prophylactic antibiotics

OBJECTIVE: (Secondary)

To investigate immunological parameters as markers of post-delivery infections 

TIME LINE: 2 years

START DATE: 01 Nov ‘02
PROTOCOL: Antibiotics administered during labour can reduce post-delivery morbidity in HIV infected women
