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AIM OF STUDY: To determine the optimum treatment duration for tuberculosis in HIV-infected children and to assess the effect of TB on the natural history of HIV infection.
OBJECTIVES:

a ) To determine the effect of tuberculosis on the natural history of HIV infection in particular the occurrence of other opportunistic infections and nutritional status

b ) To delineate the immediate and long-term consequences of HIV-TB co-infection on adaptive immunity in childhood

c ) To determine whether children with dual infections are able to develop effective anti-mycobacterial immunity

d ) To identify how to improve the microbiological diagnosis of TB in HIV-infected children
