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AIM OF STUDY: To increase the knowledge base and improve the skills of traditional healers on HIV

OBJECTIVE:

Through the conduction of workshops it is expected that traditional healers will get training on general and oral health aspects specific to HIV and also for the investigators to gain an understanding of some of the traditional remedies used. It is also hoped that a referral network will be created for traditional healers and to assess the risk of occupational transmission through traditional healing practices and to produce universal infection controlled guidelines for use by traditional healers.
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
