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AIM OF STUDY: To improve the gynaecological health of HIV infected women by minimising the risk of developing cervical cancer through cervical screening. To produce an evidence-based guideline for gynaecological management of HIV infected women who develop cervical cancer precursors or cervical cancer.

OBJECTIVE: Prospective evaluation of a standard protocol using valid measurable outcomes would provide the necessary information for appropriate screening and surveillance programmes for HIV infected women. The investigators aim to study cohorts of HIV infected women at regular intervals over three years in both Europe and South Africa and to use the results to develop an evidence base for their optimal and cost effective management.
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
