US$121 000/E907 500 to facilitate capacity building for HIV/AIDS NGOs and CBOs

Mbabane, Swaziland (Thursday, March 29, 2001) – Secure the Future has awarded a grant totalling US$121 000/E907 500 to assist the Swaziland Institute of Management and Public Administration (SIMPA) with capacity building for HIV/AIDS community-based organisations (CBOs) and non-governmental organisations (NGOs) in Swaziland.

Addressing a meeting held at SIMPA, Secure the Future Community Outreach and Education Director, Phangisile Mtshali said that this grant, awarded for one year will assist NGOs and CBOs to focus their resources on HIV/AIDS programmes.   

“Swaziland is in the process of strengthening its NGO sector and existing NGOs need assistance to fully take on the HIV/AIDS challenge.  

“The SIMPA capacity building programme aims to upgrade the quality of programmes developed through training and workshops covering programme development.  It will also ensure the accountable management of grants through training and workshops on general and financial management,” she said.

Secure the Future is the US$100-million commitment by Bristol-Myers Squibb Company to provide innovative models of care and support for women and children infected and affected with HIV/AIDS in Botswana, Lesotho, Namibia, South Africa and Swaziland.  The programme provides grants for medical research and community outreach and education focusing on the psychosocial aspects of HIV/AIDS.  Secure the Future also encourages and funds capacity-building educational programmes in medicine, healthcare and public health.

Since Secure the Future was introduced in May 1999, grants exceeding US $46m (R345m) have been awarded in the five countries.
